Mr. Geiser presented the board with a summary of what was believed to be the accomplishments of homeroom as well as the challenges of the homeroom for this school year.  Mr. Geiser encouraged the board to continue those things that work well as the high school moves to adopt the change to the homeroom that was approved as part of the SIP team recommendations.  The board reviewed a report from Athletic Director Jay Blender on the random drug testing program that was implemented at the beginning of the 2009-10 school year.
